others clad in cowhides. Some wielded fistfuls of darbha grass as weapons, 
while others carried sacrificial tools, mallets, hammers, staffs, and spikes. 
Some were frightening in appearance, with a single eye or ear, others with 
sagging bellies, distorted forms, and drooping breasts. There were dwarfs 
among them, some wielding iron weapons, their bodies shielded in intricate 
armor. Some demons were of average height and build, neither overly tall 
nor short, neither too stout nor too thin. They were neither exceptionally 
dark nor repulsive in form. Among them were those with handsome faces, 
some holding banners, posts, and a variety of weapons.

Strong 
and formidable, they carried sharp tridents and were armed with weapons 
resembling thunderbolts.

Hanuman purveys large

Sundara Kandam 
chapter IV

Nestled in the sacred 
town of Ayodhya, a mere 
kilometre from the Ram 
Janmabhoomi, stands 
the revered and ancient 
Matgajendra Mandir, a 
temple dedicated to Lord 
Matgajendra, also known 
as the Kotwal of Ayod-
hya. This temple holds 
great significance, not 
just in Ayodhya, but in 
the broader context of 
Hindu mythology, as it 
is believed to have been 
established by none other 
than Lord Brahma him-
self. The temple is also 
mentioned in the Shiv 
Purana, highlighting its 
historical and spiritual 
importance. 
Legend of Matgajendra
According to ancient 

mythological texts, after 
Lord Rama’s victori-
ous return from Lanka, 
when he journeyed back 
to Ayodhya aboard the 
Pushpak Viman, he was 
accompanied by many 
of his allies, including 
Vibhishan, the brother of 
the demon king Ravana, 
and his son, Matgajendra. 
After spending consider-
able time in Ayodhya, 
the time came for all to 
return to their respective 
homes. However, Mat-
gajendra and Lord Hanu-
man chose to stay behind 
to serve Lord Rama and 
the people of Ayodhya.
As Lord Rama pre-

pared for his journey to 
Saket(a divine realm), 
he appointed Hanuman 
as the king of Ayodhya 
and Matgajendra as its 
Kotwal—the guardian 
and protector of the city. 
This marks the pivotal 
role Matgajendra played 
in Ayodhya’s spiritual 
history.
Another well-known 

episode from the Rama-
yana brings Matgajendra 
into prominence. When 
Lord Rama, Mother 
Sita, and Lakshmana 
were in exile and resid-
ing in Chitrakoot, they 
sought the permission 
of Matgajendra, as the 
Kshetrapal(guardian) of 
the land, to stay there. 

As the story goes, Lord 
Rama sent Lakshmana to 
seek Matgajendra’s bless-
ing. Upon arrival, Lak-
shmana witnessed Mat-
gajendra in a profound 
and symbolic posture, 
with one hand covering 
his face and the other on 
his yoni, signifying the 
importance of celibacy 
and control over speech.
When Lakshmana in-

quired about the meaning 
of this strange gesture, 
Lord Rama explained 
that Matgajendra was 
imparting valuable teach-
ings on self-restraint and 
discipline. Lakshmana, 
understanding the sig-
nificance of this divine 
lesson, embraced these 
teachings during their 
period of exile, staying 
in Chitrakoot for eleven 
and a half years out of 
the fourteen prescribed.  
Deity worshiped
The central deity of 

this temple is the unique 
Matgajendra Linga, a 
manifestation of Lord 
Shiva.

10,000 Mahakumbh 
souvenirs have been sent 
to countries like Russia, 
Germany, France, Israel 
and Italy.  

The souvenirs include 
plants of Prayagraj’s 
famous guava, bel fruit 
(aegle marmelos), and 
bananas, symbolizing 
the event’s spiritual and 
cultural essence.
